New Mexico Swimming

2010 Senior Championship

January 30-31, 2010

SANCTION:

This meet is held under sanction of USA Swimming, Inc., and New Mexico Swimming, Inc.

Current 2010 USA Swimming and NMS rules will govern the conduct of this meet.  NMS Sanction:  NMS10C02      

LOCATION:

West Mesa Aquatic Center, 6705 Fortuna Road NW, Albuquerque, NM  87121
DIRECTIONS:
Heading West on I-40, take the south exit at Coors Blvd.  Travel south on Coors Blvd 


to Fortuna Road.  Turn Right (west) onto Fortuna Road.  The pool is located on the 




north side of West Mesa High School.  Parking is available south & west of the 




facility.
FACILITY:

The pool is 8 lanes by 50 meters (configured as 25 yards), equipped with non-turbulent lane




lines and Colorado Timing System.  Lanes will be open for warm-up/warm-down throughout




the meet.

VENUE:
The NMS Senior Championships are being held within the walled confines of the West Mesa Aquatic Center.  Restroom facilities are located at the north end of the facility.  The venue is handicap accessible.  The City of Albuquerque prohibits smoking or use of tobacco products on the pool deck, in the changing rooms, in spectator seating, and in all areas used by swimmers during the course of this meet.  No glass containers will be allowed anywhere inside the West Mesa Aquatic Center.  The leisure pools at the West Mesa Aquatic Center are strictly “off-limits” to all participants, spectators, and officials during the meet.   Carry in chairs will not be permitted in the stands.  The meet safety marshal will patrol all of these areas.

LIABILITY:
New Mexico Swimming, Inc., USA Swimming, Inc., Vipers of Albuquerque Swim Team, the West Mesa Aquatic Center, all meet sponsors and all meet officials shall be held free from any and all liabilities or claims for damages arising by reason of injuries to anyone during the conduct of this meet.

ELIGIBILITY:
Open to all 2010 USA Swimming registered athletes who have achieved the attached qualifying times in USA-S sanctioned, approved, or observed meets since January 30, 2009. Only those swimmers registered (registrations must be received by the NMS registration coordinator) before 6:00 p.m. on Wednesday, January 20, 2010 will be eligible to compete in this meet.  Contact NMS Registration Coordinator Deborah Kruhm (P.O. Box 23899, Santa Fe, NM  87502, Ph. 471-2551) for additional registration information.  All registrations will be verified!  No on deck registrations will be allowed!

SWIMWEAR:
All swimsuits shall be made from textile materials.  For men, the swimsuit shall   not extend above the navel nor below the knees, and for women, shall not cover the neck, extend past the shoulder, nor extend below the knee.  No fasteners, other than drawstrings are allowed.

FORMAT:
This is a pre-seeded timed final short course yards meet for all events except the relays. The 1650 freestyle will be deck-seeded and swum as follows:  all swimmers will be seeded functionally (by gender, according to entry time), alternating women and men, fastest to slowest.  To save time, the final heat of women and men may be combined.  All relay events will be deck-seeded.  Whistle starts will be used.  No Recall False Starts will be in effect.

ENTRIES:          
This meet will be run with the Hy-Tek Meet Manager software.  Submit your entries on disk or by e-mail to simplify the entry process. If you do not have a copy of Team Manager go to the link provided to download a free copy of Team Manager Lite with which to submit your entries.  Coaches contact information must be included with the electronic entries.  There should be no entries submitted by paper.  Full information (name, USA-S registration number, age) fro all potential relay swimmers must be included in your entries – swimmers not included on entry forms will not be allowed to compete in relays (the competitors in each relay do not have to be identified at this time).  Long course meter times and short-course meter times must not be converted.  If an entry time is a long-course meter time, place a “L” behind it on the entry form and/or on the disk.  If it is a short-course meter time, place an “S” behind it on the entry form and/or on the disk.  

Swimmers may enter a maximum of three (3) individual events and two (2) relays per session, not to exceed five (5) individual events a day.  No swimmer may enter more than a total of seven (7) individual events for the meet.  If a swimmer is entered in more than the maximum total allowed individual events for either a single day or in total for the meet, the last individual event for that day, or if applicable, the last individual event for the meet shall be dropped.  

All entry times will be verified. The Meet Director will contact the Team Contact Person listed on the Official team Entry Form to resolve any discrepancies on the Official Entry Form.  Any discrepancies must provide proof of times (to include meet results) and must be presented, with the times to be verified clearly marked, to the meet entry chair prior to the start of warm-up for the first session of the meet.  Any entry for which the time has not been proven by the start of warm-up for the first session of the meet must be scratched.    

Positive check-in (intent to swim) will be required for the 1650 freestyle at the scratch/clerk of course table 30 minutes prior to the start of the session.  Anyone who does not check in for this event will be scratched and will not be allowed to swim that event.  Swimmers in this event are responsible for furnishing their own lap counters.

All relay entries and entry fees must be submitted with the individual entries.  No individual swimmer names are required on the relay entries.  The number of relay teams allowed for each team shall be determined by the number of swimmers for that team qualified in individual events in their age group for this meet (i.e., one to four swimmers entitles the team to one relay, five to eight swimmers entitles the team to two relay teams, nine to 12 swimmers entitles the team to three relay teams, etc.).  Relay entry times and swimmers must be declared prior to the beginning of warm-up for the session in which the relay is swum, and NMS surcharge fees for relay-only swimmers must be paid at that time. 

DEADLINE:
Entries and a Team check or Cashiers Check, payable to Vipers of Albuquerque Swim Team, covering entry fees and the NMS swimmer surcharge (for every individual swimmer) must be received by the entry chairman no later than 6:00 p.m. on Wednesday, January 20, 2010.  Late entries will not be accepted!  Send all entry forms and Team checks or Cashiers Checks to the Meet Director:

WORKERS:
This meet is run by New Mexico Swimming, and each team will be required to provide workers (timers, finish judges, and runners) based upon the representation of the team at previous NMS championship meets.  Officials will be selected from the NMS approved officials list.  Worker lists will be sent out.

WARM-UP:

NMS meet warm-up procedures will be followed.   All swimmers must be under the 




supervision of a coach who is registered with USA Swimming during all warm-up sessions.  


Unattached swimmers must provide a currently-certified coach to supervise them during 





warm-up, or request that the Designated Deck Referee assign them to such a coach.

COACHES:
Coaches must display their current 2010 USA-S registration card at all times during the meet.  Coaches without current 2010 registration cards will be asked to leave the deck area and refrain from coaching.  A coaches’ meeting will be held 30 minutes prior to the start of the first warm-up session (Saturday, January 30 at 3:30 pm). Each team must have one person present at this meeting.
