Directions:
Only the Gibson Gate, for which directions are provided below, will have a Base Access List for this meet.

-From I-25 take the Gibson Blvd. East exit to the Gibson Gate (at the intersection of Louisiana Blvd.), after being cleared through the gate proceed east on Gibson Blvd. to Pennsylvania Blvd. (McDonalds is on the corner) turn right (south) on Pennsylvania one block to F Street. The pool is on the left (east) side of Pennsylvania at F Street.

-From I-40 take the Louisiana Blvd exit south to the Gibson Gate (near intersection of Wyoming and Louisiana Blvd), after being cleared through the gate proceed east on Gibson to Pennsylvania Blvd. (McDonalds), turn right (south) on Pennsylvania one block to F Street. The pool is on the left (east) side of Pennsylvania at F Street.

We are privileged to use the Kirtland Air Force Base’s Olympic Pool. Everyone entering the base must be listed on the Entry Authorization List.   Please provide the names of all swimmers, coaches, and spectators on the attached form. In order to enter the base, drivers must stop at the Visitor Control Center, located at the Gibson Gate, and present the following documents: current drivers license; current vehicle registration; and current proof of insurance.  Security procedures on Kirtland Air Force Base are strictly enforced.  Please obey all signs and follow instructions given by our Security Forces personnel carefully.

Facility:
The Kirtland Air Force Base Olympic Pool is an indoor 50 Meter, 8 Lane facility which varies in depth from approximately 1 to 4 Meters.  The pool is equipped with wave suppressing lane lines and a Colorado Timing  and Scoreboard system.  Facility altitude is measured as 5400ft. 

Venue: 
This invitational swim meet is being held within the walled confines of the Kirtland Air Force Base Olympic Pool, including the dressing room area and the surrounding exterior deck. All other surrounding fitness facilities are not available to meet participants.   As guests of Kirtland Air Force Base, all must adhere to the pool rules. Coaches must supervise their swimmers. Chewing gum, and glass, is not permitted on the pool deck. Put trash in the containers provided. Children must be supervised at all times.
Liability: 
Kirtland Aquatic Club, New Mexico Swimming Inc., USA Swimming, Inc. Kirtland Air Force Base, The United States Air Force, The United States Government, all meet sponsors, and all meet officials shall be held free from any and all liabilities or claims for damages arising by reason of injuries to anyone during the conduct of this meet.  Damage to the facility, when proved, will cause the offending swimmer if unattached or the offending swimmer’s club if attached to be held accountable for repairs

Eligibility:
Open to all 2009 registered USA Swimming athletes.  All participating teams must return the attached certification of USA Swimming registration signed with their entries.  Proof of current registration may be required at any time by meet officials.  ALL registrations will be verified.   There will NOT be an opportunity to obtain a valid USA Swimming number or registration at the competition.  The swimmers age on the first day of the meet shall be used to determine competition age group.  USA Swimming Athlete members must be under the supervision of a USA Swimming member coach during warm-up, competition and warm-down.

Format:
This is a timed final long course meters meet consisting of competition in the 12&U and 13&O  age groups.   Events will be pre-seeded; however, the meet director retains the option to combine age groups and gender where appropriate.

Rules:
2009 USA Swimming Rules and Regulations govern this meet, except as noted in this meet information.  See attached order of events for the list of events and their schedule.

Coaches: 
There will be a coaches meeting approximately 10 minutes prior to the start of each session, if required. All coaches must display their current USA Swimming coaches’ card while on deck at the meet.

Entries:
A swimmer may enter an event for a given stroke in only one age group. All swimmers may swim a maximum of 5 individual events per day to include at most 1 Time Trial event.  ENTRIES WILL ONLY BE ACCEPTED IN A HYTEK FORMAT.   Entries are to be emailed to the meet director, stan.sikora@comcast.net.  No hardcopy entries will be accepted for MORE THAN 5 SWIMMERS.  This will be enforced for this meet.  The maximum number of swimmers is 300.  The team causing the number of swimmers to exceed 300 will be fully registered in the meet with all swimmers.  All registrations will be verified. 
Swimwear:
New Mexico Swimming adopted the following ruling effective 10/11/08 which passed the USA Swimming House of Delegates on Sept. 27, 2008.

102.9.1 SWIMWEAR / Design

A. Swimsuits worn for all 12 & under age group defined competition shall not cover the neck, extend past the shoulder, nor past the knee.
B. Swimsuits worn for competition must be non-transparent and conform to the current concept of the appropriate.
C. The referee shall have the authority to bar offenders from competition until they comply with the rule.

Time Trials:


· Time trails will be offered at the conclusion of each session for the purpose of qualifying for the New Mexico State Long Course Championship Meet.

· To be eligible, the swimmer must have pre-registered for at least one event during a previous session(s).

· Swimmers will be allowed to signup for one (1) time trial event per day which should not exceed the 5 events per swimmer per day USAS rule (102.2.3 & 6) . 

· There will be no cost for time trial events; however, the events offered will be at the discretion of the Meet Director. 

· The 800 and 1500 Free will only be offered the 1st day of competition.   

· SWIMMERS MUST PROVIDE THEIR OWN TIMERS AND COUNTERS FOR ALL TIE TRIAL EVENTS.

Entry Fees: 
Entry fees are $2.50 per individual event (including Time Trials).  A $3.00 New Mexico Swimming Inc. surcharge and a $4.00 pool use fee will be charged per swimmer.   Make team checks payable to “KIRTLAND AQUATIC CLUB”.
Deck  Entries: 
Deck entries will be accepted up to 30 minutes prior to the start of each session and charged at $5.00 each (pool fees and surcharges will also be applied).  Late entries are discouraged for this pre-seeded event, and will be placed into available lanes without regard to seed times.  New heats may be created at the sole discretion of the meet director.  Swimmers entering late will be required to present their current USA Swimming registration card.  THERE WILL NOT BE ANY ON-DECK USA REGISTRATIONS.
Warm-up: 
NMS meet warm up procedures will be followed. A coach member of USA Swimming must supervise all swimmers during all warm-up sessions.   If necessary, warm-up times and lane assignments will be adjusted per team.
Awards:
The high point swimmers (1st thru 5th) in each male and female age group (8&U, 9-10, 11-12, 13-14, & Senior) will receive awards.  Ribbons will be awarded for first through eighth place of each individual event in the 8&U, 9-10, and 11-12 male and female competition groups for events 1 thru 16 only.
Scoring:
Events 101-124 and Events 201-224 will be scored 9-7-6-5-4-3-2-1. All 12&U events will include separate scoring for 8&U, 9-10 and 11-12 age groups.  All 13&O events will include separate scoring for 13-14 and Senior age groups.

Coaches: 
At the discretion of the Meet Referee, a coaches meeting approximately 15 minutes prior to the start of each session.  All coaches must display their current USA Swimming coaches’ card while on deck at the meet.
